Community Sports Leader Award

The Award is the benchmark training course for providers of archery , it is the
minimum requirement for supervising archery in Scouting and Girlguiding UK.

Candidates are trained to teach beginners to shoot and improve performance,
range layout, care and maintenance of equipment. No previous experience is
necessary. Candidates must be a minimum of 17 years of age.

The course is run by a GNAS coach and lasts for four days, with the assessment
on the last day.
